Noisy Tales

See fractured fairy tales performed with plenty of vocal sound effects.  These are known tales like Jack and the Beanstalk and Goldilox – with a twist!  A nice emphasis on reading too, Charlie always includes a rendering of a noisy book!
Author programs – (Generally available as an all day school booking or special library event)
Charlie’s author programs are definitely exciting, energetic and encouraging!  He encourages kids to get noisy when they're reading!  It really does make a difference to those reluctant readers.  Charlie will excite the kids about reading, writing and drawing/illustrating.  He focuses on books that have onomatopoeia (sound words like, crash! boom! chirp! growl!, etc.).  There are so many titles like I Stink!, Dinosaur Roar! and definitely his own book, Flush! An Ode to Toilets.  Each toilet has its own distinctive sound.  

Aunty Mattie Pia! (Onomatopoeia) Grades K-2
Charlie discusses how his noise loving Aunty helped him with a school project, creating a story from scratch! Aunty hears the sounds all around and writes the words as onomatopoeia. See how a book was created using one single onomatopoeia - FLUSH! Students will see where ideas come from (listening and doodling) how to develop them (practice and writing) and basic story elements (plot, conflict, humor).  Plus they will learn how to read and write that fun literary device known as onomatopoeia.
Train of Thought Grades 3-6
Understand Charlie’s noisy process of writing and outside the (voice) box way of thinking.  Getting an idea - DING! Recording your idea and refining it - SCRIBBLE! Testing it out on friends and family to thunderous applause if it's successful or blaring silence if it flops - BOOM! Presenting your finished idea to the world -TAH DAH!

Lewis and Clark – Up a Creek

This is a hysterical version of the story of Lewis and Clark’s journey.  It’s an hour long program that is part slide show, part reader's theater (parts for students and teachers).  A funny version of a historical time – kids won’t know what they’re learning!  He needs a screen, LCD projector and plenty of setup time.
Fun with Amplified Sound

A showcase of noises!  This is a comedy showcase of sounds.  Impress your hard to please students or skeptical noise boys with Charlie's noise imitations.  He tells the story about how his noises used to get him in trouble until he learned to use them for good and not evil!
Family Funny Night

This is a comedy show that has a little bit of everything for kids and their families.  Hear about some of Charlie’s favorite pranks.  Laugh at his playground story as he reminds parents of the sounds not heard on today’s plastic equipment – can you say, ‘searing hot metal on your skin’?  And, watch him tell a not-yet-published tale of bathtime fun.  Parents - be prepared for a lot of giggling!  Generally booked in tandem with an author visit or other school event but can also work well as a stand alone event.  PTAs can use this event as a fundraiser – send flyers home after the assembly during the day.  Ask for ideas. 

Sound Advice
This is a highly participatory workshop for educators, librarians, storytellers and more!
It’s a hands-on, tongue-in-cheek workshop format.  Participants will learn the basics of making sounds for story times and other presentations.  He teaches how to incorporate the use of onomatopoeia (sound words) into stories to grab and maintain the attention of your young audiences.  The audience will learn thematic value and varying voices to enhance any public presentation.  Vocal imitations add ambiance to presentations and will help children and audiences of all ages easily relate to the subject. Learn how to get the words off the page and enliven your audience!
